This Aberdeenshire distillery was founded in 1797, in the small village of Old Meldrum. 

Glendronach Distillery, Forgue, Huntly, Aberdeenshire AB54 6DB
The Glendronach distillery was founded in 1826 by James Allardes the distillery straddles the Dronach Burn in the valley of Forgue. It belonged to the Grant family from 1920 until 1960 when it was acquired by Teacher's. Glendronach has a floor maltings and coal-fired stills. 

Knockdhu Distillery, Knockdhu, Aberdeenshire
Knockdhu Distillery was founded in 1894 by John Morrison brought the Knock Estate from the Duke of Fife in 1892. The distillery is built in the beautiful local grey granite. Today, the distillery produces its whisky from two originally designed pot stills. 

Royal Lochnagar Distillery, Crathie, Ballater, Aberdeenshire AB35 5TB

Speyburn Distillery Rothes, Near Aberlour, Aberdeenshire AB38 7AG
Speyburn-Glenlivet Distillery was founded in 1897 by John Hopkins & Company for the sum of £17,000.

Aberlour Distillery, Aberlour-on-Spey, Banffshire, AB38 9PJ
Founded on its current site by James Fleming in 1879. The distillery is not open to the public. (Visitors are welcomed by appointment during the Speyside Whisky Festival each spring)

Auchroisk Distillery, Mulben, Banffshire AB5 3X3

Balvenie Distillery , Dufftown, Banffshire
Built next to William Grant's Glenfiddich distillery in 1892. Floor malting is still carried out at Balvenie, this supplying about 15% of the distillery's malt requirement.

Glen Keith Distillery, Station Rd, Keith, Banffshire

Glenfarcas Distillery, Ballindalloch, Banffshire, AB37 9BD
Established in 1836, Glenfarclas has remained independent and family run for over 160 years.  Glenfarclas - "Valley of the green grassland" lies at the foot of the majestic Benrinnes mountain. 

Glenfiddich Distillery, Dufftown, Banffshire AB55 4DH
William Grant and family built the distillery in the valley of the River Fiddich in 1886. 

Glenlivet Distillery, Ballindalloch, Banffshire AB37 9DB

Knockando Distillery, Knonkando, Aberlour, Banffshire AB38 7RP

Macallan Distilley, Easter Elchies, Craigellachie, AB38 9RX

Strathisla Distillery, Keith, Banffshire, AB55 3BS

Islay Distilleries
Ardbeg Distillery Ardbeg Port Ellen, Isle of Islay PA42 7EB 
The distillary's visitor Centre opened in May 1998 and had over 3000 visitors in the first nine months. You can read tales from the past in the distillery's museum.

Isle Of Jura Distillery, Craighouse, Isle Of Jura, PA60 7XT
The first official distillery on Jura was built in 1810 but illicit distilling may have gone on as far back as 1502. 

Lagavulin Distillery, Port Ellen, Isle Of Islay, PA42 7DZ
Lagavulin was founded by John Johnson 1816. Lagganmhouillin, or Lagavulin, means "mill in the valley"

Laphroaig Distillery, Port Ellen, Isle Of Islay PA42 7DU

Highlands and Islands distilleries
Balblair Distillery, Edderton, Tain, Ross-shire IV19 1LB
Balblair Distillery is the second oldest working distillery in the industry. The distillery was founded by John Ross and remained in his family until it was sold by his grandson James in 1894. 

Ben Nevis Distillery, Lochy Bridge, Fort William, PH33 6TI
Ben Nevis Distillery established in 1825, is one of the oldest licensed distilleries in Scotland.

Clynelish Distillery, Brora, Sutherland, KW9 6LR

Dalmore Distillery, Alness, Ross-shire, IV17 0UT

Dalwhinnie Distillery, Dalwhinnie, Inverness-shire, PH19 1AB

Glenmorangie Distillery, Tain, Ross-shire IV19 1PZ.
Glenmorangie is said by some to be Scotland's favourite dram. The Glenmorangie Distillery lies on the A9, half a mile north of Tain, overlooking the shores of the Dornoch Firth. 

Glen Ord Distillery, Muir Of Ord, Ross-shire, IV6 7UJ

Highland park Distillery, Holm Rd, Kirkwall, Orkney KW15 1SU
Highland park distillery is the only distillery in Orkney still in production.
Pulteney Distillery Huddart Street, Wick, Caithness KW1 5BD 
Pulteney Distillery, founded in 1826 by James Henderson, is the most northerly distillery on the Scottish mainland. It stands in the suburbs of Wick, about eighteen miles from John O'Groats.

Talisker Distillery, Carbost, Isle Of Skye, IV47 8SR
The only distillery on the island of Skye. Thecurrent buildings were founded 1830. Rebuilt 1880-1887 and further extended in 1900. Rebuilt again 1960-62 after the stillhouse was destroyed by fire on 22 November 1960. 

Tobermory Distillery, Tobermory, Isle Of Mull, PA75 6NR

Tomatin Distillery, Tomatin, Inverness-shire, IV13 7YT

Morayshire Distilleries
Balmenach Distillery, Cromdale, Moray DH26 3PF
One of the earliest licenced distilleries, dating back to 1824. 

Benromach Distillery, Invererne Road, Forres, Moray IV36 3EB 
The distillery is located on the outskirts of Forres 500 yards on the north side of the Forres by-pass (Aberdeen-Inverness A96 road). Having lain unused for a number of years, the distillery was bought in 1993 and re-opened in 1998 by Gordon & MacPhail.

Glenmoray Distillery Elgin IV30 1YE Morayshire
Glen Moray Distillery is situated around 45 miles east of Inverness 
on the banks of the river Lossie in Elgin—the capital of Speyside, Scotland’s most famous malt whisky region.

Edradour Distillery, Pitlochry, Perthshire, PH16 5JP
Scotland's smallest distillery and the last original 'farm' distillery in Perthshire. Edradour is hand made today as it was over 150 years ago by just three men. The equipment used at the distillery has remained unchanged since the day the distillery opened.

Glenturret Distillery, The Hosh, Crieff, Perthshire PH7 4HA
Glenturret Distillery is the oldest single highland malt distillery in Scotland. It dates back to 1717 when the distillery was in the hands of smugglers who made the whisky in illicit stills.
These outlaws smuggled the whisky to England to avoid paying taxes. 

Tullibardine Distillery, Blackford, Perthshire PH4 1QG 

Glengoyne Distillery, Dumgoyne, Nr Killearn, Stirlingshire G63 9LB
The distillery is situated in the Campsie Fells close to Loch Lomond. The Distillery takes its name from the place, "Glen Guin" or Glen of the Wild Geese. It sits at the foot of a small waterfall tumbling from the volcanic plug of Dumgoyne Hill.

Oban Distillery, Stafford Street, Oban, Argyll, PA34 5NH
