St David’s 2 – Revised Outline Planning Application– April 2003

Following the meeting of our organization to review the above, I write to inform you that we object to the proposals and have the following comments to make: -

· That the Highways plan will not improve the movement of cyclists through Central Cardiff but create barriers through the development area

· That plans have not been prepared that indicate Cycle Routes through the Development area.

· That a risk assessment needs to be carried out to prevent cyclists being put at jeopardy.

· That the Documents does not indicate an understanding of the Government’s Cycling Strategy and does not include cycling as one of the primary modes of transport within the scheme.

· That an assessment of the impact of the scheme on cycling as not been carried out.

· That there should be a speed limit of 10 miles an hour for all motorized vehicles.

Whist we remain objective in our observations we also need to see improvements in cycle planning within Central Cardiff, these are some of the comments made by our members: -

· ‘That there is no evidence to support segregation of cyclist’s & pedestrians ‘

· ‘ The development will result in greater congestion’
· ‘ This is another Queen Street, No go areas for cyclists’
· ‘ Cycling is being forgotten again’
