St Davids 2 planning application

Dear Cllr Hinchey

At a surprisingly late stage, the developers' rep. D O'Rourke came to meet with us yesterday.  We are not opposing the overall scheme, but critical of the exclusion or partial exclusion of cycling, and the cycling-hostile road layout.  It would worsen travel conditions for cyclists and subject them to extra traffic hazards.

Yesterday's meeting was too late to explore how far the developers could meet our objections to the detail, so we decided that the Campaign's objection stands.  We're heartened by moves towards partial opening of Queen Street to cyclists, but that's outside the present proposal.  We would be willing to work with the Council and developer to explore and resolve the outstanding points on the St Davids2 access roads, which have not been designated reserved matters.

To resolve our objection, we would expect responses on points including safeguarding the passage of cyclists on the N-S route (Hayes - Working St), acceptable design of cycleway along Bute Terrace, cycling-acceptable junctions at Bute Terrace/Churchill Way/Bridge St - Guildford St.; an E-W route to replace Bridge St. (suggested via the open market access road joined to Hills St).  The latter joins to the Ford Cres. Sandon St route at the side of the prison, which was a longstanding Council proposal.

As mentioned, the Campaign would be willing to discuss these points further with Council and developer representatives, so we would ask for the Planning to be deferred to allow this.
