St David’s 2 – Revised Outline Planning Application – April 2003

We refer to the above application which we are aware is to be reported to the Planning Committee on 11 June with a recommendation for approval.

Whilst we support the principle of expanding and strengthening Cardiff’s position as a regional retail centre, we have a number of concerns regarding the impact that the development as proposed will have upon accessibility for cyclists and cycling movements within the city centre.

We are writing to underline the objection we have already lodged (enclosed). The development as proposed does not provide adequately or safely for either east-west or north-south cycle movements, and its failure to do so is contrary to Welsh Assembly Government policy. The proposal forces cyclists onto busier roads than at present and these routes will experience more traffic as a result of the development. The proposed highway arrangement does not provide safe facilities for cyclists. 

The reserved matters, conditions and section 106 agreements referred to in the report confer no obligations on the developer to provide these essential links. We therefore urge the Planning Committee to defer this application to allow these considerations to be adequately covered within the outline permission for this scheme.
