Provision for Cyclists

Thank you for supplying copies of the above planning application documents.  We have a number of serious concerns regarding the impact of changed travel arrangements in and around the city centre as a result of the proposals in either of the applications.  

Our concerns relate to three general areas:

· Little or no provision for traffic-free cycling appears to be included within the boundary of the development, for safe through-routes available to cyclists.  

· The proposals include alterations to the current road layout in the city centre, which do not provide adequate facilities for safe cycling.  

· The proposals are expected to generate significant levels of traffic.  This is likely to make cycling on existing roads more hazardous.  

It is imperative that the design details do not preclude cycling into and through the city centre, with the result that cycling in the area would be effectively discouraged by this proposal, at a time when there is a particular commitment to promote cycling and sustainable transport in general.  

As specific examples, north-south cycling movements should be catered for along the Hayes, with east-west through-movements also provided for, between the Hayes, Bute Terrace and Churchill Way.  

We intend to make further, more detailed comments shortly, however in the meantime, we would like to arrange an urgent meeting with you to set out our concerns.  I look forward to hearing from you.
