	St David’ II

LL updated the Group on the current situation. Guildford Street/Churchill Way junction improvements will start in the spring and there will be a new right turn from Churchill Way onto Bute Terrace. Following requests from the Cycling Campaign a conceptual design of a two-way cycle lane on Bute Terrace has been drawn up for evaluation. 

Cycle stands of various designs were currently being considered, but there was some disagreement as to where the stands would be situated, Café Kiosks are to be sited on the Hayes, and LL has requested that some stands be provided in the immediate vicinity of the kiosks.   LL to progress this.

A question was raised about whether the weekend closures of St Mary Street applied to cyclists.  It was clarified that the current (experimental) order prohibited all vehicles including cycles, If it is decided to make this Order permanent, consideration will then be given to a possible exemption for cyclists.

	St David’s II

RC stated that the possible use of pedestrianised areas by cyclists was a topical subject at present, particularly in view of the forthcoming St David’s II development.  He added that consideration was being given to the possible introduction of cycling in these areas on an experimental timed basis.  Cllr D asked about the signage that would be used.  RC reported that appropriate signage would be provided but the detailed design had not yet been determined. BM stated that there was already a problem on the police side with young cyclists, and expressed a concern about the trail period being possibly the busiest part of the day to mix cyclists and pedestrians.  DR H questioned the use of police resources and stated that there were currently no problems H&S wise with cyclists and pedestrians but more with motorists against cyclists and pedestrians.  VM asked whether there was possibly an issue of perception, and whether there could be a campaign to ensure cyclists are aware of safety issues. RC agreed to this point and confirmed that any experimental arrangement introduced would be widely advertised.  Cllr EM pointed out that there will be a new information board for Queen Street; this could be useful to post information to cyclists and pedestrians.  JL also agreed with VM but stated it was more a case of younger cyclists causing problems and that the police need to deal with those individuals. BM explained how there is a shortage of resources at the moment, and that the uniform is generally a deterrent.

	Cycling in Queen Street/City Centre Study

The City Centre Cycle Study prepared by Hyder was currently being discussed internally before being publicised and sent to interested parties for consultation.

A key issue at the moment was whether cycling in pedestrianised areas could be allowed at least on a time restricted basis, This was covered in the Hyder Study and had also been brought to the fore by the St David’s II development proposals.

RN stated that some plans of the development which he had seen did not show cycle facilities.  RC reassured him that the County Council was actively pursuing the needs of cyclists throughout the Central Area not just in association with this development.

Cycle parking was also mentioned and there was concern about where the stands currently in the Hayes would be moved to.  It was confirmed that this issue was being addressed in conjunction with an overall assessment of cycle parking needs in the City Centre.

7.1 Cycling in Queen Street: RC has been in touch with SP&NR regarding the inclusion of cyclists in the annual surveys in Queen Street.  SP&NR have endorsed the inclusion of cyclists, however RC has now been informed that, due to budgetary reasons, the surveys will not be carried out this year.  It is hoped that they will resume next year.

	Cycling in Queen Street/City Centre Study

LL has received the City Centre Study from Hyder.    This has been examined at officer level.  It is intended to obtain approval for the report as a basis for consultation, and it is hoped to send it out in the next few weeks.

JL expressed concern about the St. David’s 2 development as it involves the loss of cycle routes.  As it was unclear if cyclists would be able to access Queen Street, cycling groups were finding it difficult to respond to consultation on St. David’s 2.

JL also expressed concern at rumours that the proposed cycle experiment in Queen Street had been vetoed.  Cllr JJ and RC reassured the meeting that this was not the case.  RC explained that the intention is to treat all pedestrian areas in the city centre in the same way with some form of time restriction on use by cyclists.  Arrangements for cyclists to use pedestrianised areas would need to be introduced in a phased manner.

JL asked Cllr JJ if Members would be opposed to cycling in pedestrian areas.  Cllr JJ responded that as long as it was restricted, he was not aware of significant Member opposition.

LL said that cycle parking facilities are being considered at every exit of the St. David’s 2 development.  The meeting discussed locating stands in car parks – Cllr JJ noted that this has been done in other cities and by the same developer.

RC said that the St. David’s 2 development has to satisfy the highways and transportation aspects including cycling, pedestrians and parking.  He reassured the meeting that every effort was being made to secure adequate provision for cyclists within the development.

It was agreed that the ideal time to progress this issue would be after the City Centre Study consultation.

	Cycling in Queen Street

RC informed the meeting that the document would require to be approved as a basis for consultation and that this action would be taken as quickly as possible.
